Of almost 8,000
employees total, 600 would move to the new location while
over 7,000 will remain working in the field all over the
country. The vision driving the move is to position the
agency to more effectively manage the 245 million acres of
public lands it has jurisdiction over for the next 100 years,
States geaning up the most competitively to attract
BLM's attention are Colorado, |daho, Nevada and Utah, A

Outer Banks Horses, Ponies Were Tough Survivors
When Florence’s Winds, Floods Came Through

The northern edges of hurricane Florence blew wildly as
a Cat 1 storm over Virginia's offshore Atlantic islands and
its wild horses and ponies, but they knew exactly what to
do... they'd been at it for three centuries. The wild equines
of Chicoteague and Assateague islands weathered the
storm and historic rains by retreating to higher ground, and
seem to be OK. Final head counts aren’t available yet, but
aerial surveillance has reported that 30 of Assateagues’s
I 18 horses seen in a group are alive and healthy, including
this spring’s foals.

Assateague is east of Chincoteague and serves as a
protective barrier island for the population of famous
Chincoteague ponies, and they're in good shape too. They
were made famous in 1947 when Marguerite Henry's
book, Misty of Chincoteague, was published, then made
into a movie in 1961... luring loyal tourists to the island
ever since to watch the Pony Penning Days in July every
year, The area has not had a severe hurricane since Hugo in
1989, but these tough little horses have weathered this one
just fine, if a little waterlogged.
