VWhat is My Equme Dentlst lalking About?

In the case of our equine friends, a healthy mouth
mears o happy horse. Horses can experience ahostof
teeth related issues that segatively affet or prevent
oeclusion and chewing. Ocelusion is the position of
the teeth when the jaw 15 closed. For a horsa, ideal
peclusion oceurs when grazing from the ground. This
is natural to horses énd ahigns their jaw n the proper
pusition, allowing e weeth W0 evenly wear, Cur
modern feeding practices raise the horse’s head and
genesnlly shorten the amount of time spent chewing,
causing their figure.8 chewing patern 1o be altered
and ncorrectly grind the horse’s tzeth, The results
are chamges in normal wear and produces deformitics
called: ramps, hooks, and points.  These
abnormalities will cause complications mnging from
discemfont to fractured tecth.

Prevent Proper Occlusion:

Ramps, The Molars ard Pre-nwlars slope upwards

Hooks: A ponted edge that forms at the front orback of a
mlar or premolar.

Ruecall ingual Paints: These are poisted edpesthat form
on 1he cheek (Buccal) or tongue (lingual) side ofa horse’s
mlar and premotar, Along with mmps and hooks, paints
can cause seripus discorfort while chowing,

Types of Problematic Teeth:

Caps: elso known as deciduous leeth, are baby tecth that
must be shed or removed befare the permanent teeth grow
i, If & eap is not shed or removed before the permanent
tooth groawws ie, il can canse the permanent tooth o erow ot

an abrormial angle and other teeth 1o ware unevanly.

Expired iceth These are teeth on senior horses
that have significantly slowed growth and lost their
rdge and groove texture. They are significantly
smooiher than their vounger counter parts and
require special dietary measures

Wolf Tecth: Located in front of the first Premolar,
e Woll Teeth oo longer serve any  specific
function. Fossil records show they may have been
simmibar i sizé 1o the other premalars, but changed
aver time. Now they are often removed st s young
age becauss they will interfere with bit seating,

Other Common Complications:

Hypereruption: This occurs when a tooth locks up
the movement of the jaw because the tooth in the
oppoaite jaw is missing. The remaining tooth grows down
into the hole preventing the jaw from moving.

Slab Fracture: this ozcurs when a horse bites down on
aomething hard and a slab (or chonk) of the toath heeaks
off

Disaster FPreparedness | nree Steps

Efergancies come i many forms, and
they may require anything from @ brief
absence from your home to permanent
evaruation. The hest thing you ean da fior
yourself and your pets is to be prepared.
Here ore three steps 1o get you started.

Step 1
Rescue Alert Sticker

This easy-to-use sticker will let people
know that pets are insidz vour home, Make
sure it is visible 1o rescue workers, and that
it includes 1) the types and rumber of pets
in your houszholc; 2} the aame of your
veterinanan; and 3) your veterinarian’s
phone mumber, IC you must evacaate with
vour pats, and if time allows, wrile
“EVAUUATED™ across the shickers, 1o get
8 emergency pet alert sticker for vour home,
check with your lozal pet supply store,

Step 2 Arrange a Safe Haven

Arrange & safe haven for your peis in the
cvent of evacuntion. DO NOT LEAVE
YOUR PETS BEHIND, Remember, if it
isn’l safe for you, it isn't safc for vour pets.
MNote that mot all Red Cross disaster sheliers
aceept pets, so it 15 imperative that you have
determined where you will bring vour pets
abead of time

* Contact your veterinarian for a list of

preferred boarding kenrels and facilities.
* Ask your loval amimal shelter iF they
provide emergency shelier or foster care for

pets.

* Ask friends and relatives outside your
immediaie area iF they wonld he willing to
tuke in your pet.

Step 3 Emergency Supplies
and Traveling Kits

keep an Evac-Fack and supplics handy
for your pets, This kit should be clearly
labeled and easy tocarry, lems o inclhude:

* Pet first-aid kit and guide book {ask
your vetwhatto in:lude, or buy ore online)

* 3.7 davs’ worth of food

* Liguid dish soap and disnfectant

* Dispusabic garbage bags for dean-up

* Pet feeding dizhes

* Extra collar and exira leash

* Pholocopies of medical records and a
waterprool container with a  two-week
aupply of any medicine your pe regrires
{Remember, food and medicatiors need to
be roteted out of vowr emorgeney
kit—othezrwize they may go bad er become
useless, )

* Bottled water, at least T davs” worts for
each person and pet (store in a cool, dry
place and reploce every two monihs)

* A traveling bag, crate or sturcy camier,
ideally cne for each pet,
